The
Evening with Local Authors on October 7 marked the third time we’ve offered such an event. Once again, a diverse
and talented group of authors, along with an enthusiastic audience filled the Community Room.

We followed our now established format of placing local ads asking area authors to submit their most recent work
for review and a juried selection by a panel of board members. Time constraints and a balanced selection of fiction
and nonfiction guided our choices this time around. After many hours of reading, reviewing and sharing opinions,
we settled on eight books, which we listed in reverse alphabetical order of the authors’ names:
